Psalm 138:3 - On the day I called, You answered me; You made me bold with strength in my soul.

I. The Preparation of Core Strength

Matthew 7:22-23 - Many will say to Me on that day, “Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your name cast out demons, and in Your name perform many miracles?”  And then I will declare to them, “I never knew you; depart from me, you who practice lawlessness.”

 2 Corinthians 13:5 - Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you—unless indeed you fail the test?

A. Be sure of your faith while you have the opportunity to do so

Matthew 25:13 - Be on the alert then, for you do not know the day nor the hour.

B. Look for ways to help those around you/us genuinely come to Christ while the opportunity exists

Romans 9:2-3 - that I have great sorrow and unceasing grief in my heart. For I could wish that I myself were accursed, separated from Christ for the sake of my brethren, my kinsmen according to the flesh,

C. Be on the alert

Matthew 25:13 - Be on the alert

II. The Investment of Core Strength

A. God has chosen to unusually bless us

Matthew 25:14-15 - For it is just like a man about to go on a journey, who called his own slaves and entrusted his possessions to them. To one he gave five talents…

B. Faithful stewards risk and reinvest what God has entrusted to them

Matthew 25:16 - Immediately the one who had received the five talents went and traded with them, and gained five more talents.
